On the table in the Gathering Space you will 
some copies of the inaugural Aid to the Church in 
Need Christmas catalogue. Aid to the Church in 
Need is a Pontifical Foundation that has operated 
in Australia for over fifty years. They are the only 
international Catholic charity that focuses on the 
spiritual and pastoral support of Christians who 
are persecuted, oppressed or in pastoral need. 
Currently, some 200 million Christians worldwide 
cannot freely exercise their faith. All proceeds 
from the items in the catalogue assist their work. 

The Importance of the Procession of the Gifts 
Although it is secondary to the Liturgy of the 
Word that precedes it and the Liturgy of the 
Eucharist that follows it, take care with this 
procession of gifts.
