First Reading

Jos 5:9-12
A reading from the book of Joshua

The people of God went to the promised land and there kept the
passover.

The Lord said to Joshua, ‘Today | have taken the shame of Egypt away
from you.’

The Israelites pitched their camp at Gilgal and kept the Passover there
on the fourteenth day of the month, at evening in the plain of Jericho. On
the morrow of the Passover they tasted the produce of that country,
unleavened bread and roasted ears of corn, that same day. From that
time, from their first eating of the produce of that country, the manna
stopped falling. And having manna no longer, the Israelites fed from that
year onwards on what the land of Canaan yielded.

2 Cor 5:17-21
A reading from the second letter of St Paul to the Corinthians

God reconciled us to himself through Christ.

For anyone who is in Christ, there is a new creation; the old creation has
gone, and now the new one is here. It is all God’s work. It was God who
reconciled us to himself through Christ and gave us the work of handing
on his reconciliation. In other words, God in Christ was reconciling the
world to himself, not holding men’s faults against them, and he has
entrusted to us the news that they are reconciled. So we are
ambassadors for Christ; it is as though God were appealing through us,
and the appeal that we make in Christ's name is: be reconciled to God.
For our sake God made the sinless one into sin, so that in him we might
become the goodness of God.
